6. Marital problem:  Jeff and Da - after counseling they have decided to divorce.  Da is still 
faithfully attending New Life.

7. Marital problem:  Tom and Teng - rocky relationship, living together, counseling for 8 months 
and nothing seems to be improving,  attends church, sending mixed messages to their two

8. Xia and Jim's daughter, Jenny and their son Ben both have significant others.  They both feel 

free to bring their significant others to Xia and Jim's house and sleep at their house.  Xia and 
Jim don't like this at all but have allowed it.   This is sending mixed messages to their youngest 
son, Chad who is confused.   Chad wants to believe in Christ but is struggling with the mixed 
messages as to what is right and wrong, as Chad's parents profess to be Christians but allow 
things in their home that don't fit with a Christian’s life.  Pray as Chad and Phonh's 
relationship grows and that Chad continues to feel free to come to Phonh with his questions.   
Pray that Phonh obtains wisdom when counseling Chad. Chad continues to come every
