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MISSION:Possible Partner Program
Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s)

1. What is MISSION:Possible?

MISSION:Possible is a new Partner Program at Christian Reformed Home Missions that allows you to connect more directly with local Home Missions ministries across North America. As a Partner, your financial support will help underwrite a portion (or entire amount) of one of our 120+ ministries currently receiving grants. In return, Home Missions will provide you with bi-annual updates from your ministry including ministry news/updates, prayer requests, pictures and more.  
2. How does MISSION:Possible work?

As a MISSION:Possible Partner, your gift will help provide a Home Missions grant to a specific ministry. These ministries are listed by state, province or region www.crhm.org/missionpossible. Once a grant amount has been fulfilled, you will be encouraged to give a gift to a similar ministry in the region. However, if your gift is intended to be exclusively for that local ministry, it will be counted as a MISSION:Possible Plus gift (see below for details). 
3. What is MISSION:Possible PLUS?

While Home Missions must emphasize the ongoing need to help meet our current grant obligations, we know there is interest in providing additional support for local ministries. MISSION:Possible Plus is an added feature of MISSION:Possible that allows you to provide additional support through an “above grant” gift to a specific currently funded OR previously funded Home Missions ministry. Whether your gift is an “above grant” gift or purposed as a gift directed towards a ministry, 100% of MISSION:Possible Plus gifts will go to the designated ministry you’ve selected unless otherwise indicated. 

4. How much does Home Missions provide in grants overall and why is MISSION:Possible so important? 
This year, Home Missions is providing $1.8 million in grants to 120+ ministries across North America. These ministries include new and existing church plants, campus ministries, leadership initiatives and more. Even though ministries are rarely funded exclusively by Home Missions, we know that these grants often serve as a significant catalyst to get new ministries started. Our goal is to help get them started and empower them to become self-sustained as often as possible. On average, for every $1 Home Missions provides in start-up or continued funding, an additional $3 -$5 is raised through local support. 

While Home Missions receives strong support through CRC Ministry Shares and congregational offerings, Home Missions must still raise significant funds each year to accomplish our overall goals, thus the importance of gifts received through MISSION:Possible.  

5. How will I know if a specific ministry’s Home Missions grant has been fulfilled? 
Home Missions will monitor gifts as they come in as best we can. When a grant becomes fully funded, it will have an asterisk (*) by its name on the online ministry- option list. People that have questions and do not have online access can call Home Missions at 1-800-266-2175 for more up-to-date information. Again, the average grant is $15,000, so some will be higher and others will be lower. Looking ahead, Home Missions hopes to provide more real-time giving info through improved software. 

6. How long is a MISSION:Possible commitment? 

Donors can opt out at any time by simply informing Home Missions Advancement via phone call, email or in writing. If the ministry you partner with is no longer being funded by Home Missions, you will be contacted by our staff to determine next steps.
7. How can I join MISSION:Possible?

Easy. Choose one of these three options:
· Log onto our website at www.crhm.org. This is the best option because all current ministries receiving grants are listed and you can choose a ministry immediately.
· Call 1-800-266-2175 ext. 0765 during normal business hours (EST).
· Indicate on the gift you mail in the ministry you want to partner with. We’ll sign you up and provide you with a confirmation when you receive your gift receipt.
8. Will my general gift or gift designated to “Where Needed Most” automatically enroll me in the MISSION:Possible Partner Program?

No, a specific ministry must be indicated. 

9. Can my church join MISSION:Possible?

10. Are ministries that were previously funded listed online?
