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In March 2008, Christian Reformed World Missions (CRWM) and the  
Pentecostal Theological College (PTC) in Mbale, Uganda, began a  
partnership to strengthen PTCõs capacity for building up future  
leaders.  This joint ministry effort, the òFarming in Faithó initiative,  
focuses not only on offering seminary students training on becoming 
effective pastors, but also farming training so they can support their 
families while doing so.  

Since the fall of 2009, significant progress has been made in the 
òFarming in Faithó initiative.  Here are the highlights: 

15 acres of land have been surveyed and fenced in 

The cow barn and feeding area are built and finished 

There are 9 cows currently on the farm 

Plans are being made to hire a local qualified farm manager with  
knowledge on animal husbandry, and to begin work on a sick bay, calf 
shed, and maternity area. 

Pentecostal Theological College 
equips Christian leaders for works of 
service within the body of Christ. The 
òFarming in Faithó project, a joint  
effort in partnership with CRWM, is a  
holistic approach to ministry. It is a 
learning tool in which seminary  
students are trained in Reformed/
Christ-centered worldview, and at the 
same time, a sustainable project that 
will generate revenue for the college, 
support  prospect ive pastors  
financially during their preparation 
for ministry, and teach them  
necessary farming skills.
