Bonus PastorFoundation - Story:
"There are many very interesting stories told by

our clients, but I'd like to share
one particular one with you.  It
encouraged me, as it speaks to
me about God`s presence even
in this "horrible" situation. 
One morning in our therapy
centre, Márton (we will call him
Márton to protect his identity)
shared his story about the

"watch".  
One night, Márton attacked a person who had a
nice Swiss watch.  He had followed him, beaten
him, stolen his watch, sold it and then bought the
amount of alcohol he needed for that day.
Three years later he was hurrying to catch a train.
He asked someone for the time.  That person said
he didn't know, because some years previous
someone had attacked him and stolen his watch.
Because of this, that individual would never wear
a watch again.  Márton realized that he was the
one who had attacked this man.  He was destroyed
and reacted by getting drunk.  He made his way to
a park and sat down on a bench.  When he sobered
up, his eyes became fixed on the following
sentence written on the bench: "The Eyes of God
see everything".
He was very touched and it sparked his desire to
become free from his addiction by seeking care in
our therapy centre.

The fact that today Márton is in the drug therapy
centre reminds me of how God guides me, and it
also speaks of His love for the lost. "

“Footprints in the Mud”
Opening of the Rehabilitation Center- Ozd

It was a muddy time on 16th March 2005 when some
400 visitors gathered in Ozd, a small village in central

Transylvania, to
witness the opening
of the Bonus Pastor
Foundation's Drug
Therapy Centre.
This centre provides
a residential
Christian program

for those wishing to
recover from addictions, with God's help.
Many people from Ozd itself also took part in the
opening.

The centre compliments BPF's other areas of addiction
ministry.  It is only the second residential centre for
addicts in the whole of Transylvania; and the only one
provided in the Hungarian language.  For many BPF
staff, who have been working with alcoholics for
several years, the opening of this centre marks a lot of
personal work and prayers.  Often the efforts towards
such a goal are as uninviting
and delicate as stepping
through mud. 

However the 400 people,
who made their way
through the mud to the
converted granary which
houses the therapy program,
could say: "with God's grace you look back and see
that in the end it was all worth it".

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Village Days Festival
Diakonia - Mera

At the end of May the village
of Mera in the county of Cluj,
celebrated the 4th edition of
'Village Days': This event was
first initiated by the Christian
Foundation Diakonia, in 2002.
Diakonia currently has many
community projects in the
village, partnering with
CRWRC Romania that
supports a community
development program.
This year, the Organizing Committee of 'Village Days'
managed to create a particularly rich program.
A religious ceremony opened the festival, followed by
two interesting presentations about the village's
traditions. While the animal contest took place, the
local people were preparing the traditional artifacts fair
and stoking up the fire for the traditional meals
('balmos', 'tocanita' with home made bread, 'kürtös'
donuts), which no one managed to resist, neither the
guests or the locals.
The trying on of traditional costumes was especially
successful. Despite the torrid summer heat, many were
more than pleased to adorn themselves with the rich
and fancy pearl decorated clothing, characteristic of
the Calata area of Romania.
Afterwards, there were knowledge and skills contests,
the plough exhibition, traditional local trade
presentations and a festive program. 
The Mera 'Village Days' closed on Sunday afternoon,
with an award ceremony and an extremely passionate
football match.
