L: You ask all who have nothing, to eat and drink without price; you tell us not to labor for that which leaves us empty.

L: You welcome us to taste and see your very goodness; in the land of milk and honey you enjoin us to keep your covenant.

L: In time of plenty, you call us to remember your saving deeds; you charge us to love the sojourner as we have first been loved.

L: You ask us to do justice, to love kindness, and to walk humbly in your presence; for what we do to the least among us is also done to you.
