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But what we want
and what we commit to do are two different things: one is
often little more than a wish, while the other has the makings
of a life’s mission.
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we can do just about anything—including end hunger.

the people of the Christian
Reformed Church want hungry people to have food.
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With your
faithful help these past 30 years, families are now growing

food in backyard gardens. Farmers are collecting rainwater
to keep crops growing. Communities are designing holding
systems to store grain when food is scarce. Mothers are running small businesses
to buy nutritious grains and vegetables for their children. Children are going to
school to end generations of poverty in their families.

But if we're
in it to win—to end hunger and poverty in our lifetime—we have to make a
commitment to make it happen. We have to obligate ourselves by jumping up and
saying We have to decide to share, to pray, to volunteer, to speak with
our leaders, and to rally for the most basic right—the right to food.

Wade into new water—or jump
in with both feet.
(And that’s just the kind of work we Christians are made for.)
