Suggestions for church personnel caring for people who live with disabilities:

1.
Visit, call ahead to make sure the time is right for a visit.

2.
Prepare, have your own feelings (fear, aversion, resentment, pity) in hand.

3.
Pray, before, during and after your contacts.

4
Be guided by the Bible, before and throughout the contact.

5.
Listen, both to their words and hints.

6.
Ask, both about what is and is not helpful.

7
Chat, comfortably about many things, not just the disability.

8.
Learn, what is he/she willing and able to give to the church.

9.
Be faithful, both to your promises to help and to your future relationships.

10.
Remember, parents, spouse, siblings have related needs and gifts too.
