
SUPPORT GROUPS:  5 STEPS IN GETTING STARTED
I.
Place a request in church bulletins, program locations, etc. for persons who would like to participate in a Christian support group to call you.  Take names and addresses.

II.
Pick a time and place for a first meeting and notify all on your list, asking them to be present and to tell others they know.  This meeting can also be published in church bulletins, etc.

III.
At the first meeting discuss what you want to accomplish (this may be done in smaller groups.)  Select 8-10 members who will serve as a steering committee for the first year.  Also set the time of your next meeting.

IV.
The steering committee meets and establishes sub-committees for programs, membership, finances, constitution etc. as needed.

V.
Meetings should be monthly and could have speakers addressing the concerns of the group.  However, make sure some meetings concentrate on sharing and set some time for this at each meeting.
