

The following are examples of white privilege. Read, and check the privileges that apply to you:

___ I can arrange to be with people of my race most of the time.

___I can go shopping alone, pretty well assured that I will not be followed or harassed.

___I can watch TV or read the newspaper and see people of my race widely represented.

___When I learn about history or heritage, I see that people of my color made it what it is.

___I can be sure that my children have curricular materials that show people of their race.

___I can enter stores and supermarkets and know that they fit my culture.

___When I pay for something, I know my skin color doesn’t reflect on my financial reliability.

___I am not made acutely aware that my shape and hygiene will be a reflection on my race.

___I can discuss racism without being seen as self-interested or self-seeking.

___I can take an affirmative-action job without anyone suspecting I got it because of my race.

___I can be late to a meeting without having the lateness reflect on my race.

___I can live anywhere without fearing that I cannot get in or will be mistreated.

___I am never asked to speak for all the people of my racial group.

___I can be pretty sure that if I talk to the "person in charge," I will be seeing someone like me.

___If the police pull me over or the IRS audits me, I can know it hasn’t been because of race.

___I can easily buy items that feature people of my race.

___I can do well in a challenging situation without being called “a credit to my race.”
___I can walk into a classroom and know I will not be the only member of my race.

___I can enroll in a college class and be sure that most of my professors will be of my race.
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
