Sabbatical Policy
Cadillac CRC – Cadillac, MI
The Cadillac CRC Council will consider granting a sabbatical after a number of years of faithful service. A sabbatical is for the purpose of continuing the education of the pastor so that the church and he benefit from increased knowledge, a broadened perspective, and sharpened skills. A sabbatical is for enriching ministry and for making the pastor’s years of service more productive.

Purpose

A sabbatical plan is for continuing the pastor’s education in a way agreed upon by the pastor and the Council.

Terms

· The pastor must be clear about the purpose and goals of the sabbatical

· Sabbaticals may not be taken congruently with vacation times.

· It is assumed that the pastor will remain with the church at least one year beyond the conclusion of the sabbatical.

Implementation

The sabbatical study plan must be presented to the Council for final approval. The pastor must articulate the goals and purposes to the Council. Whenever possible, the pastor’s proposal and Council approval should be in advance of budget planning for the fiscal year in which the sabbatical will occur.

After the sabbatical is completed, the pastor will present the Council with a report concerning the studies accomplished during the sabbatical.
