Be sure to read at least one opinion that is different from your own.

Write a social media post about how the issue you’ve chosen
affects people who are made in the image of God. Interact with people
who comment on the post or have a face-to-face conversation with
someone about the issue.

Write an email or a letter to the appropriate elected
representative (whether municipal, provincial, or federal). Even better,
call their office! Phone calls are often more effective than letters.

Invite a few friends to join you in advocating by sending a letter
or email to them.

Set up an appointment to meet with your elected representative
about the issue—you can do it! This is fun as a group too!
