 Sample Covenant of Conduct
The Covenant of Conduct (Covenant) is an agreement between parties.  It is morally binding on the parties.
Parties to the Covenant: this Covenant exists between Community Church (Church) and Mr. Bill Smith (Covenanter). 
1) 
This Covenant is in place beginning (date).
2)
The Church:
a) 
Grants access to the church building for each regularly scheduled Sunday morning worship service
b) 
Upon request, grants access for special events, i.e. wedding, concert, funeral, anniversary, etc.

c) 
Grants access only on Sunday morning to the narthex, worship center, and fellowship hall 

d) 
Denies access at all times to education classrooms, nursery, or rooms used by youth of any age

e) 
Restricts the Covenanter from contact with youth under age 16 including any act which isolates him with a youth under 16 in a hallway, stairwell, enclosed room, parking lot, narthex, worship center, or fellowship hall

f) 
Reports any violations of the conduct to a police authority
g) 
Provides a supervisor for each regularly scheduled worship service

3)
The Covenanter:
a) 
Complies with any existing rules in effect with the Covenant
b)
Refrains to enter any area designated for youth while a youth program is in session there

c) 
Refrains from any illegal activity while on the church property

e) 
Agrees to contact a committee member to request access to the church property at any time other than regularly scheduled worship
f) 
Agrees that failure to follow the Covenant will result in expulsion from the property

g) 
Refrains from volunteering or applying for service with youth or for any office or position by appointment or election

The Church will make a full disclosure of the Covenanter’s prior sexual misconduct to the congregation prior to the Covenant taking effect.  

The parties review the Covenant every six months. The next scheduled review date is (date).  
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
