Anticipatory grief and adjust-
ment to reducing capacities is an ever-
present reality in this care. Please pray for
chaplains who walk with individuals and
families in these settings while offering the
peace and love of God.

MONDAY (Church Renewal) Multipli-

cation of disciples and leaders—Ask God
to open doors and provide opportunities for
the training of disciples and leaders in all of
the CRC’s 49 classes.
